It also offers sessions with current practitioners in areas of the film industry that are vital to new writers, with a focus on short films and low budget features; agents, producers and a working screenwriter as well as a guest from the world of commissioning TV drama.

· Applicants must have an idea for a feature film that they would like to develop during the workshop

· Applicants must submit an outline of their idea (maximum 2 pages)

· The workshop will take place at The Soho Theatre, 21 Dean Street in Soho, London

· The workshop runs from 10am – 5pm on Wednesday 28, Thursday 29 and Friday 30 September 2011

· Applications to the ‘workshop’ means all three days. It isn’t possible to sign up for just one or two of the days

· The workshop is free

· A sandwich lunch, fruit, chocolate and water will be provided each day and there will be networking drinks after the workshop ends on Friday 30 September

· There are 3 discretionary £150 bursaries to help towards travel or childcare costs during the workshop.  If your application is successful you can request a bursary application form.
